When looking at the CFS comparing events related to violence and drugs (2014 Limited and 2015 limited) 2015 ‘s calls appeared at first glance to increase on some streets.  Analysis shows otherwise and the violence and drug related issues in fact dropped during the barrier placement:

Flower St.
· CFS dropped on Flower St. (for events related to violence and drugs) in 2015 from 58 to 43.  In addition to this drop in CFS there is also additional things worth noting.  Suspicious A & B jobs dropped from 9 to 4.  Vice calls and FIF’s have increased from 16 to 25. 
Lill St.

· 4 calls in 2015 were dispatched as 911 call type unknown that in looking at codes should not be included (1 was a MVA, 1 medical, 1 mental, 1 nothing found).  This drops the number to 22 as compared to 2014’s 19 calls.  

· In looking at the call types we can see a change in the type of calls that shows a decrease in drug and violence activity. 

· There was a drop in Vice calls/FIF’s coded as drug related going from 6 to 1

· 2015 had 1 menacing but 2014 had 1 weapon arrest and a robbery that didn’t occur in 2015.

· Suspicious A calls dropped from 5 calls to 2.

· The majority of the other calls involve assorted minor reports as well as an increase in traffic stops and special attentions from proactive activity.

· There was an increase in 2015 in the number of fight calls from 0 to 4 but that was due a dispute between occupants of 110 Lill St (3 of the 4 calls) and a family on Roth St.  NSC addressed this with both Pathways to Peace and FACIT.
Radio St.
· CFS increased by 2 but the importance is in the type of calls.  There was an increase in Warrant attempts, special attentions and FIF’s.  Call categories that dropped included Annoyances (from 6 to 2) fights (from 4 to 1) and Neighbor Troubles (from 4 to 0).  The increase is due only to proactive activities.  If you remove the 10 calls for Warrant attempts, special attentions and FIF’s (2014 had 0 in each of these areas) then CFS actually dropped.
Roth St.

· As mentioned above we had a neighbor dispute going on between teenage girls from 110 Lill St and 60 Roth St.  This one dispute is responsible for the increase of neighbor trouble calls (from 1 in 2014 to 7 in 2015), 4 of the reports recorded as Unk Rpt and 7 QSIA jobs.    If you take these 17 jobs off the total then the remaining CFS dropped from 20 to only 3 and one of them is for a proactive Special Attention so the total was really 2 CFS!
Treyer St.

· CFS in 2014 as compared to 2015 for this timeframe dropped from 37 to21.  What makes this drop even more impressive is in the categories that had numbers drop.  Neighbor troubles went from 4 to 0, suspicious calls went from 4 to 2, vice calls/FIF’s dropped from 9 to 1, menacing and robberies both dropped to 0.  There was also one property job in 2015 which was a recovered gun.

Avenue A

· Avenue A was outside of the area where the barricades were used so it would be expected that this would push the drug traffic from FLRT to Avenue A.  However, the CFS on Avenue A also dropped during this timeframe.  To compare like areas I ran a CFS report for 200-375 Avenue A this would be from Conkey Ave to N. Clinton Ave.  This gave a drop in CFS overall of 121 and for the violence/drug related CFS by 78.  If you reduce his area to 247 Avenue A (the intersection of Roth and Avenue A) thru 375 Avenue A you see the numbers for the violence/drug related CFS go from 260 for 2014 to 137 CFS in 2015.

· In this portion of Avenue A 2014 had 100 CFS listed for the corner of Avenue A and Roth (247 Avenue A) and 70 CFS at Avenue A and Hollenbeck (304/306 Avenue A).  In 2015 this area had 30 CFS listed for the corner of Avenue A and Roth (247 Avenue A) and 47 CFS at Avenue A and Hollenbeck (304/306 Avenue A).  By making Roth St a one way street, the drug market as almost eliminated at this corner.  Even with that happening the CFS at Hollenbeck/Avenue A also dropped.    
· If you look at the CFS for 200-246 Conkey Ave the CFS in 2014 and 2015 it clearly shows the efforts on Roth displaced the drug/violence while the barricades were in place.  2014 shows CFS totaling 20 with 4 (only 20%) being drug/violence related and 2 of those being proactive, dropping the true number to 2 and the percentage to only 10% of the calls.  2015 shows this area having an increase to 65 calls, with 62 of them being drug/violence related (that’s over 95% drug/violence related).  This shows that the actions on Roth dropped CFS significantly on Roth and also split the market drug market on Avenue A to the intersections on each side of Roth.
