All,

I wanted to take some time to thank you all for making the Street Closure Pilot Program a huge success!!

Everyone involved played an important part to assisting the residents  who live in these areas. From October 10th to October 24th we blocked Mazda Terrace at Hollenbeck Street and Harris Street at Ave C. Both streets have pending 3-15 procedures and have been open air drug markets.  Below you will find the stats.

From September 1st 2014 to October 24th, Mazda Terrace had 26 Police Calls for Service. During that time, while the street was closed for 2 weeks only 1 CFS was logged.

From September 1st 2014 to October 24th, Harris Street from Ave C to Ave D had 11 Calls for Service. Keep in mind, this part of the street only has 2 houses on it.  While the street was closed at Ave C for 2 weeks only 3 CFS were logged.

After the success of the above we decided to move the barricades to 2 streets that are over run with drugs and violence. On 10/20-2014 the barricades were moved to Wilkins Street at Thomas Street and Kohlman Street at North Clinton Avenue. The barricades stayed there until 11/07/2014, below you will find the stats.

From September 1st  2014 to November 7th 2014, Wilkins Street had 43 Calls for Service. During the two week closure, which was interrupted by dealers moving the barriers twice the calls for service were 7.

From September 1st  2014 to November 7th 2014, Kohlman Street had 18 Calls for Service. During the 2 week closure only 2 Calls for Service were logged.

I am not one to base success on data alone. We received many compliments from residents, property owners, landlords, business owners and fireman for this program.

I look forward to working on this in the spring time. For now, have a safe and happy holiday.
