Crime Prevention Through Environmental Design for Clinton GIVE Areas in 2015

General course of business is review of nightly violence, daily FIF report, weekly crime stats as well as emails and info provided by patrol to assess nuisance points to properties in an effort to either force owner compliance or if not, then to close the property.  This includes locations within the GIVE Areas.  By using Nuisance Points to either force compliance or close a location we basically remove the problem from the neighborhood, changing the environment of that particular street.
One project that involved Crime Prevention Through Environmental Design was conducted throughout the section and this included many locations in the various GIVE Areas.  The full list of locations is attached to the end of this document (as well as in part of the information for the FLRT Barricade plan – separate document).  The NSC conducted a “2 Week Street Closure Project” throughout the Clinton Section in 2015.  The project plan states “The project will run from April 17th 2015 till October 16th 2015 (weather depending). Each detail will run for 2 weeks from Friday to Friday and involve the closing of 2 chosen streets. Locations subject to change based on Crime Patterns, Department needs, staffing and other projects and details.”  By changing 2 way streets into one way or by reversing the direction of traffic on one way streets this disrupted criminal activity in the area.  This project was so effective that the criminal elements would try moving them and when that failed they actually stabbed the plastic water filled barriers to try and drain them so they could move them.  We got many positive comments from residents including one resident that called the office all upset because we removed them form the end of her street in preparation of the post Puerto Rican Festival unrest in the area.  She felt much safer with them in place.  

Specific GIVE Area information is below.  
GIVE 1

8/10-16/15

NSC is working with the city Inspectors over several dates to walk the side streets off of Hudson Ave.  The GIVE area has roughly been broken into quarters to cover over the next few details.  Officers stand by while the inspector checks his open cases and then they add locations to the list as they are found.  As a result of the walk on Thursday a board-up detail was run on Friday.  The City Board-up crew came out and after officers cleared locations, they secured them.  Locations secured were: 

1. 98 Pulaski St

2. 269 Weaver St.

3. 291 Weaver St.

4. 288 Weaver St.  

NSC Officers discussed with the Inspectors, their officer safety concerns about the overgrown bushes along Hudson Ave in regards to the upcoming anticipated Puerto Rican Festival related violence.  It was agreed that for that reason they will do an Uplift type detail and cut back bushes & clean up debris from city lots as well as out of area landlord rental properties.  

8/17-23/15
NSC is working with the city Inspectors over several dates to walk the side streets off of Hudson Ave.  The GIVE area has roughly been broken into quarters to cover over the next few details.  Officers stand by while the inspector checks his open cases and then they add locations to the list as they are found.  DES came out and cut the bushes in front of several properties that were extremely high.  These bushes were cut as an officer safety need, to limit hiding spots during the Puerto Rican festival related violence.  The bushes cut back were at 933, 941, 1041, and 1045 Hudson and also the west side of 122 Dayton St (a city vacant lot).    

NSC has assessed enough points that they are filing paperwork for a 3-15 closure of 1034 Hudson Ave (Po’ Boys Café).  
8/24/15-8/30/15
NSC is working with the city Inspectors over several dates to walk the side streets off of Hudson Ave.  The GIVE area has roughly been broken into quarters to cover over the next few details.  Officers stand by while the inspector checks his open cases and then they add locations to the list as they are found.  This week the officers walked the area of St. Stanislaus, Kosciusko, Sobieski and Agnes Streets.  

8/31/15- 9/6/15 

NSC is working with the city Inspectors over several dates to walk the side streets off of Hudson Ave.  The GIVE area has roughly been broken into quarters to cover over the next few details.  Officers stand by while the inspector checks his open cases and then they add locations to the list as they are found.  This week the officers walked the remainder of the area.  
Note: Inspectors opened a number of new cases but the process takes several months to move through the process.  NSC will contact the Inspectors periodically to check on the status of the cases they opened during the walks.    

9/14/15 - 9/20/15
St. Casimir St. has remained quiet, waiting to see if things change once construction workers leave the area.   We didn’t do this but the construction curbed activity

While we didn’t initiate it we found that the long term construction project on St. Casimir St caused the drug traffic and the associated violence to move off of St. Casimir St.  
NSC has conducted a street lighting assessment of the streets in the GIVE Area to assure they are all operational.  This will be redone on a periodic basis.

GIVE 2 – 

FLRT Neighborhood Barriers

Installed on 7/10/15 and removed on 10/27/15- The Barrier Project in the FLRT (Flower, Lill, Radio, Roth and Treyer Streets) neighborhood has ended.   Community response was overwhelming positive.  Drug and violence activity was disrupted in the area while the barriers were in place but activity returned shortly after they were removed.  

Multiple documents are attached to fully explain the project and the impact it had on the community.  The next step will be to see what studies would need to be completed regarding potential for making permanent traffic flow changes in this neighborhood. 
8/31/15- 9/6/15 

4 hours of live viewer surveillance
9/7/15-9/13/15

4 hours of live viewer surveillance
NSC will be working with the city Inspectors over several dates to walk the side streets in the area.  The GIVE area will roughly been broken into even sized areas to cover over the next few details.  Officers stand by while the inspector checks his open cases and then they add locations to the list as they are found. – Limited success due to availability of inspector

9/21/15-9/27/15

Live viewer surveillance detail for 4 hours over several days
NSC Officers worked on this location as well.  They used the live viewer camera to target people buying from Cordell “Ice” Libbett (9/3/85, #284669), they then obtained Depositions (issuing the buyers APT’s) and developed a case for Criminal Sale of Marijuana against Cordell.

Officer Majewicz is continuing to try and schedule future dates with the Inspector.  During this walk on 9/25/15 Officer were checking the vacant at 294 Conkey and observed numerous males in front of 300 Conkey.  Most left the area except one that went to the rear of the location and was observed trying to move a refrigerator to gain entry to the porch.  Investigation led to the finding of a scale, empty packaging materials for heroin, electric money counting machine and a total of 153 decks of heroin.  Charged with CPCS3rd, CUDP 2nd (2 counts) was Jaquon Herring M/B/5’8”/170/DOB 4-24-93/ MoRIS # 342386.  
9/28/15-10/4/15

Live viewer surveillance detail for 2.5 hours
10/5/15 -10/11/15

Live viewer surveillance detail for 3.5 hours
111 Harris St was the location previously involving much gun violence.  It had been closed for 6 months as an agreement with City Law as a result of a 3-15 request but that time has expired and the house is open again.  The people previously from 111 are now at 106. 
10/12/15-10/18/15

Live viewer surveillance detail for 3.25 hours
NSC held a warning meeting with the owner of 300 Conkey Ave.  She has removed the problem tenants; she signed a trespass deposition and is currently working on the location.  She was given advice on background checks for future tenants and ways to improve the exterior to help prevent further issues.  It was explained that while there was enough for a 3-15 request NSC agreed to not proceed as long as no additional points were assessed.

10/19/15 – 10/25/15
Live viewer surveillance detail for 2.66 hours
NSC has conducted a street lighting assessment of the streets in the GIVE Area to assure they are all operational.  This will be redone on a periodic basis.

It Looks as if the rear portion of the location, possibly 17 ½ is boarded up.
Week of 8/17/15- 8/23/15 
· NSC is working on problem locations and has recently requested a warning meeting with the owner/manager of 17 Second St.

WEEK OF 10/12/15 – 10/18/15 

· Location was checked on a daily basis.  No suspicious activity during 2nd platoon.  It Looks as if the rear portion of the location, possibly 17 ½ is boarded up.

NSC previously did a sight survey for the park located at Pennsylvania and Fourth St.  This survey has areas regarding lighting and signage that had not been previously completed and these are being worked on with the City and County.
NSC has conducted a street lighting assessment of the streets in the GIVE Area to assure they are all operational.  This will be redone on a periodic basis.

KOHLMAN STREET / OSCAR STREET:
Kohlman Street will be closed at N. Clinton Avenue making it a dead end. Oscar Street will be closed at Remington Street making it a dead end.

HOELTZER STREET / RAUBER STREET:

Hoeltzer Street will be closed at N. Clinton Avenue making it a dead end. Rauber Street will be closed at Joseph Avenue making it a dead end.

MAZDA TERRACE / KOHLMAN STREET:

Mazda Terrace will be closed at Hollenbeck Street making it a dead end. Kohlman Street will be closed at N. Clinton Avenue making it a dead end from Remington.
