FIERCE BLAZE IN LARGE RE.
FINING PLANT. :

A DAY'S HARD FIGH

BEUNDREDS OF BARRELS LOST IN
THE CONFLAGRATION.

GENERAL - ALARM RUNG

A fecond Fire Broke Out Yesterday
Forenoon — Loss Estimated st
$28,000—One Bullding Nuarly
a Total Loss—Minor
Accldeats.

The fire which broke cut shortly after
1 o'clock yeaterday worning in_the Ya-
eium Oil Company’s plant on Excbange
street, a full account of which appeared
in most of the sditions of the Demcerat
and Chronicle yesterday, was obe of the
hottest that was ¢ver fought by the local
department. Owing to the pature of the
contenta of the blazing buildings there wan
constant danger fur ihe men who so fear
lessly ran the riska ot a terrible déath in
reaponae to the call to duty.

Stnnley K. Shippy, who has been em-
ployed as night watchman at the com-
pany's works for several years, heard an
explosion at eight minutes after 3. in
ahout the cemer of the packing building.
This was followed hy another terrific ex-
plosion aud sheets of Banie broke out on
all sides. Shippy semt jn #h slarm from
hox No. 125, which ia located mt the piaot,
and the department so0R .rEﬂpcrn_deil-
Shortly nfter the hrst cOMPADKS armived
# waon seens that & wevere fight was ahead
of them, and a general alarm was turned
in, This brought out all the apparatus
in the city.

The heat was intense and together with
lhe large voluise uf simoke, mnde the fight
n hort one. When the fire companies ar-
rived the fire was raging Loreely in the
shipping hovee. apd it waer realized that
any aticapts (o save this building would
be useloers. Consequently the attention of
the fircnten way directwd towards prevent-
ing the hiaze from spreading to the tank
house, where severnl hundred barrels of
uvil were stored. The roof of this struclure
was burncd off finally, but by almost so-
perhuman cfforts the firemen prevented
the tanks from getting bot enough to cause
an exploxinn,

Before the second detachment of com-
panies, those summoned by <hs genaral
nlarm, amrived, the roof of the shipping
bouse where the fire started, bad fallen,
Thi#+ was rupported hy heavy stee]l and
iron giders, aid thns sotne idea of the
tictrenens of the heat niay be had.

The <hipping house is & byilding 100 by
i foot, and all that is keft are the four
walis, Whmher tliess ate materially dam-
aged eannot as Yot be asecrmined. The
rivd of the tank hnuse was aleo dewtroyed,
Altogrther it is estimatal that the dam-
age 13 the siructures is almul $8.000, ‘The
ol lust i emtimated to e worth abwut
F17000, tul this is mere guesawork. The
oficialy of the cvuipany say that it will
be impossile tn definnitely fix the losa un-
til the books of the company are ¢xanvned,
Meveral large orders sere all ready to be
shipped, but the exact numler of gallons
of oil storedd in the shipping poom is not at
present Knorwg,

Hhortly after 10 o'clock yestowrday ororn-
ing, when the fire hnd about burned itwelr
out, sevemd of the lire companis were or-
detval vk to the bamx, and it wos
tlvsight that thwe hlaze wae entirely nnder

with remewed fury and it was found neceas-
pary to &t in Another alarm from box
o, 126, The departmient responded and
had another fightt for ever an lour,

The Vacuum il 1"otapany iz a branch
of the Standanl {H] Conipany, ahd & cer-
taln pait of the ecurnings of the comypeny
euch yearis laid aside for insyrance.

The ernwile which quickly gathered were
well hapidled, hut the fierce hent of the
fire prevente) the on-lonkers from getting
near enogh to interfere with the opera-
tiopa of the firrmen.  All through the dny
Yuiierday vast numhera visitexd the ground,
and acemied to Iake greut interest in waleh-
ing the process of clearing away the wreck.
age. Glapge of men were plmced at work,
ntil it i said that immediate steps will be
taken for rebuilding the plant.

Iruring veatenday afternoon the vsat
quintity ¢f water ussl on the ruins found
its way to the river and cnrriet quantitics
of oil with it. This went off down the
river, and for éome tims there was danger
of an explosion if fire hiuppened to come jn
cootact with the oil. No such occurrence
wias reported, however,

I'nring the fighting of the fire explo-
sions were frequent, and made the task of
the fircnten all the more arduous. Afrer
c¢uch explomion fresh clouds of thick black
snnke would Bwecp across the scone, en-
veloping the firrmen and making their po-
sitiota vory dalgerous.

There were about 100 men employed at
the plant of the Vacuum company, and
these uwro. orgonized juto a fAre  brigade.
When the large steam whistle of the works
was act going the men whoe live in the
geigtiborhood were nroused and immediate
ly went to work to snve the piant. Several
sireams were paying an the fire in «hort
ofder from the company's aystem, and this
lent the city fivemep cxeellent assistance,

During the early woernhing, when the
Joug hours of work were beginning to tell
on the men, bot coffee and sandwiches
were distributed by order of the aficials
of the company. This refresbment wus
greally apprecidted, asd belped the men
to atand the strnin.

Captuin Joseph Dremmel, of Hone I3,
had his right hand severely cut across the
hack. The tendons wern severed, and M
in thought be will lose the use of Dhim
hand. }le war removed 40 his home in
the chief's wagou. When the general
Rlarm was sent io the ambulances of the
varlous hoepitals responded, in case there
should be any accidenta. Their servives
were uot needed, bowever,

The fire wns a0 hot that many of the
residents in the immedinte neighborbood
began to remove their belongings from
thelr homes in case the oil and other
combustihles in the tank hotuse ashunid
sxpiode. Had this occurred the fire wounid
probably have spread over a large por-
tion of the southwestern part of the city.

¥From what can be learned by the'om-
elale of the company the Dblase was
caused by spontaneous combustion. Thers
& no ﬂrq;of any kind in the Ihip-plnl
huilding, and ali the electric wires have
been recently juspected and pronouuced
in perfect condition. But a few minutes
before tha fAre was discovered the watch-
man had made bis rounds through the
:ihipping building, and everything was all
