CONSTANTINOPLE, August 9.—The porta 
to-day informed, the representatives of the 
powers that i t was ti;e intention of the 
sultan to declare Arabi Pasha a rebel im­
mediately. Doubts are espressed by diplo­
matists as to whether this announcement 
will be promptly carried out, as the policy 
of ths ports in its dealing with foreign 
powers has been one of continual delay. 

EXPECTM* ATTACK BIT AEABI. 

ALEXANDRIA, August 9—An Arab, al­
leged to bo a deserter from Arabi, arrived 
at headquarters to-day and gave informa­
tion which led the British commander to 
believe that Arabi had formed plans for an 
immediate attack on Fort Meks. A Krge 
body of maiioes and sailors was embarked 
on an ironclad and dispatched to strengthen 
the garrison. 

THE BRITISH CONCENTRATING. 

ALEXANDRIA F O R T S , August 9.—The 

apparent coocentraiioa of ths British 
troops around Alexandria indicates that 
the recent reconnoissance convinced Gen­
eral Alison that with his present force it 
would be hazardous to attempt to extend 
his lines any considerable distance until 
the arrival of large reinforcements. The 
heavy rain of today will greatly retard 
military movements. 

THE SULTAN'9 PROCLAMATION. 

CONSTANTTKOJPIB, August 9.—The sul­
tan's proclamation declaring Arabi Pasha 
a rebel w«3 sent to the foreign ambassadors 
in conference to-=dav, and will be ordered 
to be read in the camp at Kafr-el-Dwar 
and in the citadel at Cairo. Under the 
military convention England proposed to 
limit the number of Turkish troops to be 
sent to Egypt to 5,000, and these are to 
k n d near Aboukir, fifteen miles northeast 
of Alexandria. After the reading of the 
proclamation time will be given the Egyp­
tians to lay down their arms.

LONDON, August 9.—The Korth Ger­
man Lloyds steamer Mosel, from Bre ­
men to New York, is aground under Liz­
ard Point. Her position is precarious. All 
the passengers were landed at Penzance. 
Tbe Mosel lies ri^ht under Lizard signal 
station, with her bow on the rocks. Tugs 
are around her. Ah attempt will be made 
to float her immediately. ; Her passengers 
will probably temain temporarily at Cod-
with Cove. Tiie Mosel had the mails for 
New York. She also had a full comple­
ment of passeogers and a full cargo. There 
was no panic among the passengers and 
everything was very orderly. The Mosel 
is full of water. She will probably l>e a 
total wreck. There was a dense fog when 
the steamer went ashore. The Mosel had 
between 600 and 700 passengers. The 
mails and specie were safely landed. There 
was not much crying when the vessel 
struck, as the officers assured the passen­
gers they weTe in no danger. A majority 
of the passengers have gone to Falmouth. 
Lighters have gone to the wreck to save 
the cargo. The vessel cost $400,000. 

IRELAND AND EGYPT. 

LONDON, August 9.—At a ministerial 
banquet giveu at the Mansion house this 
afternoon, Mr. GUdstoue said the condi­
tion of Ireland was improving and he ex ­
pected great good to arise from the opera­
tions of the arrears of rent bfll. In allud­
ing to Egyptian affairs he said the expedi­
tion to Egypt and the bombardment of 
Alexandria had been forced upon the gov­
ernment by the defiant and insolent man­
ner in which Arabi Pasha and the national 
party who were in a maiority in the Egyp 
tian ministry hail treated the demand of 
the British government. He assured his 
hesrers that British intervention in tbe in­
ternal affairs of E^ypt had no other signi­
ficance than the upholding of the khedive 
in his vice-regal powers and the main­
tenance of the status QUO. The autumn 
session of parliament, he declared, would 
deal thoroughly with reform in the pro­
cedure of the commons, which the many 
difficulties that have arisen from the Irish 
policy of obstruction at this session have 
rendered absolutely necessary.

CHICAGO, August 9 —The small receipts 
of wheat and threatening weather have 
caused a firm feeling this morning. Prices 
advanced three quarters-of a cent, but the 
advance brought out free sellers, the 
crowd not generally placing faith in the 
bad weather, which does not extend over 
the spring wheat districts. The pressure 
to sell caused a decline of one cent. The 
feeling, however, was nervous and fluctua­
tions rapid. McGeoch is reported to be a 
large buyer and says prices will start up 
from this point. On the reverse it is said 
the majority of weak operators are long, 
and the most strong ones are working for a 
decline. Corn was affected by the cool 
weather aad small receipts. Strong oper­
ators are a'so buying to manipulate aa ad­
vance. Prices are one aniKlhree-quarters 
cents higher, with the market active and 
unsettled. Oats are active and exceedingly 
irregular. The shorts tight hard, but the 
small receipts and damp weather give 
bulls confidence. Receipts are also taken 
for instant shipment. Pork is firm and 
twenty to thirty cents higher. Lard is 
active and five to ten cents higher in sym­
pathy with pork. The small receipts and 
poor quality of hogs also give holders con­
fidence. Short nhs are scarce and fifteen 
cents higher. 

GRAIN IN NEW YORK. 

N E W Y O R K , August 9.—The temper of 
the grain market every where" is proving it­
self to be unusually tickle. A few days 
ago foreign and western markets were 
firm. The prospect for crops in Great 
Britain were poor, and in New York it 
was claimed that August wheat was prac­
tically cornered, cot by manipulation or 
the design of any clique, but simply be­
cause it was claimed by many that ths 
market was oversold, and that the dimin­
ishing movement of wheat at the west 
would put shorts in a corner. To-day all 
this i3 changed. The crop prospects in 
England have greatly improved with finer 
weather; the English grain markets are re­
ported "sick," and in the New York 
market, it is said, cash wheat is being de­
livered ou August contracts. 

WORKING A CORNER ON POBK. 

CHICAGO, August 9.—It is reported that 
a syndicate of Cincinnati speculators with 
a capital of between three and five millon 
dollars is buying all the September pork 
offered by Chicago sellers at from $21.30 
to $21.52}. This has, however, created 
little or no excitement.
