BROOKLYN, N, Y., Dec. 14. 

Early this morning two men attempted 
to burglarize the residence of ex-Judge 
Van Brant, at Bay Eidge. The noiae 
made by forcing open the window aroused 
the Judge. He quickly arose, seized his 
seven shooter, and fired two shots at the 
burglars, both taking effect. The first 
burglar shot, fell dead, and the second 
ran a short distance, fell, and died in an 
hour and a half. Before death he stated 
that his companion was a married man, 
and had a wiie and six children in Phila­
delphia, and also said he was the man 
who abducted Charley Koss. The police 
of New York and Philadelphia have been 
looking for these men several months.

Fouf. months 
ago Walling became convinced that 
Mosher was the man described by a 
brother of Charley Boss, as the man who 
wore spectacles, when his brother was 
spirited away. Pinkerton's agency, the 
Philadelphia police and a horde of private 
detectives were working at oross pur­
poses, and as soon as Walling attempted 
to corner Mosher in Philadelphia, the 
information leaked out, and Mosher got 
away. Walling set eight officeri to work. 
The ferries were watched day and night. 
A party of armed men, in a tng t searched 
the sound, landing at every hamlet in 
Connecticut and on Long Island. The 
detective force was also put in the job, 
and scoured this city, missing Hosher by 
the merest chance. Mosher I travelled 
only at night, and with tho greatest 
caution. On Saturday last Veiling re­
duced the force on the lookout for him, 
believing Mosher had gone jjouth. At 
present, full information regarding the 
affair is wanting, but it is certain Mosher 
was one of the abductors of Charley 
Boss, and with his death, unless the 
police have extra good fortuuo, dies the 
secret of Charley Boss' whereabouts.

RULES RESPECTING PLUMBERS—PLOMBEEB. 
1. All persons doing plumbing work, whether new, 

or in extension or addition, will be subject to a fine of 
$25, unless regularly licensed as a Plumber by the 
Board of Water Commissioners. 

^ TEENCHES. 

2. In opening streets the material excavated must 
be so deposited asto cause the least obstruction to 
public travel, and the trench or excavation must not 
be left open at night. The trench over the the pipe, 
for tappers' use, must be dug 4 feet square and not 
less than 3 inches below the pipe. 

Filling Trenches—When filling trenches the earth 
or sand shall be rammed, or soaked with water, from 
the commencement of filling until completed, in 
order that all material taken out shall have been re­
turned. 

Reek Excavation—But in case of rock excavation, 
no stone filling will be allowed; earth or sand shall be 
used iuste&d. 

OPENING PAVED STEEETS. 

3. In opening streets that are paved, the sand and 
paving stones taken therefrom must be kept separate 
from the earth, in such a manner that, on re-nlling 
the trench, the material excavated shall be replace* t 
in same order as when taken out, and the sand have a 
corresponding depth with the rest of the street. 

PAVING. 

4. All paving over trenches must be completed in 
a workmanlike manner, within 24 hours after the 
Tapper shall have finished his work, and the Plumber 
shall make any repairs due to his work for the space 
of six months. 

It shall be the duty of th» Superintendent appointed 
by the Board of Water Commissioners to examine, 
from time to time, all places where trenches have 
been opened by the Plumbers, and when found out 
of order, or not filled in accordance^with above rules, 
to serve notice on the parties responsible, giving 
them a responsible time to refill or repair said defect­
ive trenches, and, if not complied with, said Superin-
tendant shall cause the same to be done at the expense 
of the Plumber, and the Board may impose a fine of 
$10.00 for each offense, and suspend said offending 
Plumber from acting under the license granted him 
until all expenses and fines are paid. 

TAPPING PEBMITS. 

5. The permits for tapping the Main will be suffic­
ient authority for all new work connected therewith. 
No permits will be delivered until paid for. 

EXTENSION PEEMITS. 

6. Extension permits must be ebtained for all 
plumbing work, when put in premises that are using 
the water. 

SPECIAL PEBMITS. 

7. Special permission from the Board will be required 
for the following plumbing work, viz; for taps in 
Mains exceeding onedialf inch in diameter; for 
fountains other than soda fountains ; for horse troughs 
or any other apparatus for the use of water on the 
sidewalks, and for street washers. 

PLUMBER'S BEPOET. 

8. Plumbers, fitting up apparatus for the use of 
water, under authority of any permit issued by the 
Board of Water Commissioners, shall, within 5 days 
after the work shall have been completed, fill up and 
return to the office of this Board a printed blank 
form Of report, (furnished for the purpose by the 
Board of Water Commissioners.) showing all the ar­
rangements, both new and old, for using water on the 
premises, giving the width of building fronting the 
street; number of stories, including basement; own­
er or agent to whom water rent is properly chsrgeable. 
Said report must describe premises and lot number* 
corresponding with city maps in use by said Board; 
Or when the blocks are not regularly laid down in city 
lots, shall give the side of street on which premises 
are located, with a complete an accurate measurement 
of the distance, north, south, east or west from Baid 
premises, to the corner of nearest laid out street, 
avenue, alley or lane, running at right angles with the 
street upon v.rhich said premises are located. 

Every report mvist give the number and kind of 
permit authorizing the work. 

A nou compliance with any one of the provisions of 
this section will subject the person so offending to a 
fine of fiom $5 to $10, and a suspension of license un­
til the fine is paid. 

SEKVIOE PIPE AND TAPS. 

9. Service pipe must be of "AA" and "AAA" lead! 
pipe of full weight from the Street Main to the build­
ing line, and laid 4 feet and 6 inches below the es­
tablished grade, with a bend near the Mam, requiring 
at least 6 inches of extra length. 

In Worth and Prospect avenues, in Columbia, east 
of Eighth, aud in Green streets, east of Eighth, y. 
inch tups will be used, and "AA" lead pipe not ex­
ceeding one inch. 

In the other partB of the city % inch taps will be 
used, and "AAA" lead pipe not exceeding fi inch. 

The service pipe herein alluded to must extend 
from the Main to the inside of the building; or, if not 
taken into a building, then to a hydrant or other fix­
tures which it is intended to supply, and a etop cock 
must in all cases be placed so as to be reached from 
the surface, or close to the inside wall of the building, 
well protected from freezing, and a waste or draw 
cook provided for the purpose of emptying the pipes. 

Iron pipe, subject to the approval et the Board, may 
be used. 

STBEET WASHEES. 

10. Na wooden boxes will be allowed for street 
washers (or Service Cocks); they shall be fitted with 
such wells as may be approved by the Superintendent 
with proper covers; the Stop-Cock well may be com­
bined with the Street Washer. 

VACUUM VALVES. * 

11. House Boilers must be provided with Vacuum 
and Checic Valves both in new work, and where old 
boilers are taken out and replaced by others; alio. 
Stop Cocks to bhut off the supply.

12. Plumbers making repairs where the water 
been shut off by authority, on account of leak, defect 
or disuse, shall report in writing to the office of tl»e 
Board, that ail the plumbing work is in complete Or­
der, and pay all expenses, wtherwlse the water will not 
be let on, and no person (Plumber or otherwise) shall 
turn on the water until he receives permission. 

INSPECTION. 

13. All apparatus for the use of Hudson Water,. 
shall be subject to inspection aud approval, as to pat­
tern, material and workmanship, and any Plumber de­
viating from these Rules, as laid down, will be sus­
pended by the Board. 
BULES, BEGULATIOKS AND PENALTIES RESPECTING T H » 

USE OF WATER. 

1. No addition or alteration, whatever, in or abooc 
any conduit pipe or water cock, shall be made or 
caused to be made, by persons taking the water with­
out notice thereof being previously given to, and per­
mission had in writing from the Board. 

2. All persons taking the water must keep their own 
service pipes, stop cocks and apparatus, including^the 
tap in the Btreet, in good repair, and protected from 
frost, and sliall prevent all waste of water. 

3. Sprmklers and hand-hose if found out of order 
or leaking, or if converted into jets, or it suffered to 
run when not used, or if used to wash dirt upon ad­
joining premises, the supply will be cut off without 
previous notice. 

4. Private Hydrants On sidewalks must not be al­
lowed to run when not in actuai use ; and it' the drip, 
or waste is allowed to freeze on the street or side­
walk, the supply will be cut off. 

5. Apphcations for water must state fully and truly 
all purposes for which it is required, and at all times' 
parties must frankly and without concealment answer 
all questions put to them relating to its consumption. 

Iu case of misrepresentation, or of use of the water 
not mentioned in the permit, or of waste of water,, 
the Board of Water Commissioners shall have the-
right to shut off the supply of water, until they shall 
be satisfied that there will be no further cause of 
complaint, and the party shall have paid such fines 
and additional charges as they may impose, and fire 
dollars for shutting off and turning on the water. 

fi. The Commissioners, and every person delegated 
by them for the puipose, shall have access at all times 
to all parts of all premises or vessels where water is 
used, to inspect the condition and use of all plumb­
ing. 

7. All persons are forbidden to open any fire hy­
drant, or to use water therefrom, Without permission 
of the Board of Water Commissioners (except in case 
of lire) under a penalty of $10. 

8. The fine for any infraction of the abov« yules> 
when not otherwise specified, shall be $5, and in ex­
treme cases at the option of the Board. 

tf. Fine for obstructing access to any fire hydrant, 
or stop cock connected with the water pipes in the 
streets, by placing on it any building materials, rub­
bish or other hindrances, Ten Dollars, and Ten Dol­
lars additional for every five hours the same shall re­
main after notice to remove such obstruction. 

STBEET SPBINKLEBS. ^ 

All persons who shall obtain permits to sprinkle 
streets shall conform to the followingjrules and regu­
lations: ••••'m 

1st. The tin sprinkler attached to each cart shall be 
approved by the Superintendent. 

2d. Each sprinkling cait shall be provided with a 
sound and proper piece of boss to conduct the water 
from the hose bibb to the cart, and all such hose shall 
alwavs be kept in order and free from holes. 

3d* Each person obtaining a permit for sprinkling 
streets, shall keep the apparatus allotted to his nse-
closed, except when obtaining water for use, aadi 
shall be responsible for any damage that may result 
from the use or abuse of it while in his charge, prp--
vided such damage shall not have been occasioned by 
others than those in the employ of said person. 

4th Every person who shall obtain a permit shall; 
pay to the Board of Water Comissioners at the rate of 
(25) twenty-five cents per w«>ek (payable weekly in ao 
vance) for each block watered. 

5th. Any person violating any of the above rules 
and regulations will, at the discretion of the Board, 
be subject to a fine of $25, and in extreme cases have 
his permit revoked.
