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going into the Cabinet. This makes the first selec­
tions for the Cabinet both from the South, and 
must be cheerful to those Republicans who elected 
Cleveland by their votes. 

A Probable Deadlock. 
The controversy over the naval appropriation 

for the last half of this fiscal year ran up against a 
snag to-day in the House Members practically 
refused to confer, and the Senate, by a unanimous 
vote on a call of the yeas and nays, decided to ad­
here to its position, so that unless the House backs 
cow- to-morrow there will be f ^ r chance for the 
resolution for a recess to fail. So many members 
are going bome,,however, that there is nardiy 
likely to be a quorum of the House, here to-mor­
row, and certainly not on Monday. 

[SPECIAL DESPATCH TO THE rSQUIEKR.] 
"WASHINGTON, Dec. 19.—The House spent all 

day on the Inter-State Commerce bill, the Demo­
crats growing more solid in defense of its most 
absurd and impracticable provisions. Mr. Reagan 
tried again to stifle debate, but the Republicans 
compelled him to backdown. He got very angry 
at one time, and charged the Republicans with 
making hostile amendments to delay the passage 
of his bill. Charles O'Neill told him that they 
were doing it to enlarge honest liberty and equal 
rights. The features of the day were two rattling 
speeches by A S. Hewitt and Mr. Phelps. Mr. 
Bewitt denounced the anti-pooling section and 
made quite a sensation. Mr. Phelps got th 
attention of the House, and the Demo 
crats crowded around him while he wa 
speaking. His remarks contained more .hard 
sense than any speech recently made, and were 
roundly applauded by the Republicans. He said: 

"The Discussion begins already to emphasize 
the unwisdom and injustice of the bill. It is a 
vain effort to make a code which shall control the 
management of railways in all cases. But these 
cases are infinite in number, and very nearly in­
finite in variety. How absurd to suppose that all 
these cases can be held in the iron grasp of half 
a dozen absolute restrictions. Absolute restric­
tions belong to morals, but have no control in 
railway management, where each code makes its 
own right and wrong. You may say to a man, 
*thou Shalt not steal; thou shalt not 
bear bear false witness,' for theft and 
slander are everywhere and always wrong, 
but you cannot say to a railway company: 'You 
shall not discriminate, you shall not rebate, you 
shall not pool, you shall not charge more for a 
longer haul,' because in many cases all these 
methods are right,and in many cases they are nec­
essary—necessary even to the very existence of 
the road—and because tbeyare necessary of ten 
to their very existence the railways will elude, 
evade and openly transgress the restrictionsjook-
iogto popular opinion to shield them from the 

Secalty, just as the gentleman from Texas. 
: his life were threatened, would in de­

fending it violate all laws and escape all 
punishment. Nor in so doing are the 
people indifferent of their rights; they are watch-
Jul of them, and are willing to judge the future 
by the past. They see that the laws of man and 
the laws of nature have shielded them in the past, 
why should they doubt them in the future? The 
law of common carriers in every State exhibits 
injustice and inequality, the laws of nature, 
acting in the sphere of commerce, makes 
the greed and ambition of man the in­
struments of justice acd equality. They see 
that, united, the result has been a' con­
stant triumph of progress and reform, 
Does any one dispute history? Are there not 
more railways and better service than ever be­
fore? Have we not more trains and better? More 
equipments and better? Cheaper and more effi­
cient management everywhere? Does the gentle­
man from Texas deny that goods and passengers 
are carried cheaper by us than anywhere else in 
the world, ana cheaper by us now than ever be­
fore? Perhaps he fears that these great laws of 
nature have lost their force. Have they? Was 
competition ever more aggressive on water and on 
land? "Why, the gentleman « from New York (Mr. 
Hewitt) cannot take his first excursion over a 
new road without seeing from hi3 window the 
surveying party that already lays the parallel 
(laughter), and if you fear that some obstacles 
are too mighty, remember that ten years ago we 
all said, with the Erie the Central' and theJPenn-
sylvania Railways in the field. New York can se­
cure no relief except from the resources of the 
National Treasury. But while we spoke competi­
tion raising $100,000,000 without public knowl­
edge or public solicitation, threw the Nickel Plate 
ana West Shore into the arena, and there they 
will remain. (Applause.) Nor has the desire to 
succeed in business ceased to be a rule, which in­
cludes railway managers in its healthy influence. 
Managers were never more solicitous tor business 
acd never more ready to make sacrifices to get it. 
They know that rivals are so many they must 
themselves create and develop it, and in a one­
sided partnership, where the customer gets all 
the benefit, they aid him in its creation or 
development. I charge contradiction when I say 
that there was never a time when a! company that 
wished to open a mine or a factory could get bet 
ter rates than now. I t is almost accurate to ssy 
that the miner or the manufacturer can fix hi, 
own rates for the years of experiment. Nor has 
trie power of public opinion weakened. It controls 
the management of rail waysas a management and 
as individual men. The management knows that 
the surest path to business is that of public favor 
toat tbe popular road makes money, and, to se­
cure this popularity, they spend money lavishly: 
they make concessions generously. Nor is there 
generally enough stress laid on the character 
of the management, and their natural desire, as 
men. to have the approbation of their neighbors 
and to secure that good report, that good repute 
lion, which is the hishest prize of life. Don't 
confound tbe managers of the railways, of wnom 
I speak, and whom I honor, with the great specu­
lators in their securities,whom I despise It is the 
speculators and the stock exchange that receives 
public" attention; it is the railway and its mana­
gers who deserve it. It is a great injustice to con­
found them. The managers are men of high 
character and great abilities. Theirs is a pro­
fession, and they are proud of it. They are 
sure to spend* their lives in its prac­
tice, and most of them practice it in the 
same railway corporation. They are faithful, 
public spirited, and, as a rule, honored and be­
loved by those among whom tuey live and with 
whom they deal. In their desire to retain and de­
serve this good opinion of their vicinage they are 
more apt to sacrifice their road than the public. 
But the great speculators, unlike you or me, or 
those remote from intercourse with the customers 
of the roads, almost never interfere with their 
practical management. Their sole interest is in 
the stock. That they seize, they hold it for a day 
until they have worked their own wicked will on 
it, and then they cast it out. dishonored, to be the 
prey of the next aaventurer If they retain it 
longer it is oniyto elect a Board of Directors, which 
shall suffer them to manipulate the securities, and 
that accomplished, their interest ends. The man­
agers of the road, meantime, go on with their 
regular business, and have no more connection 
with the speculators whose names are in stock cir­
cles allied with their roads than yon or I, Mr. 
Speaker, except the bitter disgust with which 
they eee these bad men so confusing tbe distinc­
tion between themselves and the actual managers 
that, in tbe public mind, they are apt to stand in 
the same light and receive the same 
censure. Let, then, the laws of man and 
of nature continue their work of progress 
and reform. Why attempt to restrict? Why 
pass restrictions which will interfere with these 
general laws, which are working out the results 
you pretend to wish. Your effort is vain: your 
restrictions will be disregarded. Do you ask me 

* how? The railways, if these restrictions should 
become laws, will ostentatiously break tbem all. 
They will invite litigation until the wheels of the 
courts are clogged. Tnatwill challenge public 
attention, and . public attention is redress. Or 
they will issue an order, which the whole rail­
way system shall obey, that every locomo­
tive from sea to sea shall stay in its 
roundhouse. Then there wilt follow a silence 
from Portland in Oregon to Portland in Maine. 
That can be felt, and only one voice will be heard. 
the familiar voice of our Speaker, "'The gentle­
man from Texas asks unanimous consent to con­
sider a bill to repeal an act entitled 'An act to 
regulate inter-State commerce.' Is there objec­
tion T Mr. Speaker, just so sure as the report 
follows tbe flash, we shall hear, as the end of the 
matter, "the Chair hears none." 

It is not probable that the bill will get through 
to-morrow, 

Garland for the Cabinet. 
Senator Garland was not in Ids seat to-day for 

the first time this session, and rumor sends him to 
Albany. If be has gone there it is by invitation. 
He is pressed by a majority of Southern members 
t o r s Cabinet place, and has probably gone there 
to stake Cleveland's acquaintance, preparatory t o 

Marshal Wright's Conduct at tbe Cincinnati 
Election. 

WASHINGTON, Dec. 19.—Judge Lawrence, First 
Comptroller of the Currency, was the first witness 
examined to-day by the sub-committee investigat­
ing the conduct of Marshal Wright at the Ohio 
October election. He said when he saw reports 
that government clerks had acted as deputy mar. 
shals at that election he directed that the accounts 
of the clerks for such services should not be al­
lowed. The witness was interrogated at length 
by members of the committee and by Congress­
man Follett, of the First Cincinnati district, rela­
tive to the legality of tbe appointment of men who 
were not residents of Cincinnati as deputy mar­
shals. 

Judge Lawrence replied that the accounts had 
not reached his office: that the legality of the ap­
pointment was a question of law, and he did not 
•wish to express an opinion before carefally exam­
ining the statutes. 

Thomas Cavanaugh, an ex-deputy sergeant-at-
arms of the House of Representatives, who was 
at Cincinnati on election day, was also examined. 
He said he was employed at the instance of Mr. 
Dudley, and under the instruction of the Central 
Republican Committee, to guard against repeating 
at the polls. He received about $5000 for expenses 
from the Lincoln Club of Cincinnati. Mr.Hickenlo-
pen gave it to him. The money was used to secure 
an honest vote, regardless of party. Some of the 
money was used in seeding Democratic repeaters 
back to Chicago, as the latter were out of money 
znd the party that brought them there did not 
treat them right. 

The Washington Monument. 
The joint commission in charge of the Wash­

ington Monument to-day submitted to Congress a 
report showing its progress during the past year. 
The report shows that the weight of the monu­
ment is 81,120 tons and that it has cost $1,187,-
710 , of which Congress appropriated $887,710. 
Relative to the completion of the monument, the 
engineer in charge of the work submits a report 
witn that of the commission. He says: 

"Two methods of treating the terrace at the foot 
of the shaft have been suggested. One method 
proposes to erect a retaining wall of the most 
beautiful marble around the terrace, which wall 
is to be surmounted with a marble balustrade. At 
the centre of each face is to be a set of broad 
double stairs extending from the general level of 
the esplanade, which is to be paved in marble tiles 
< >f approved patterns. The other method of finish 
proposed is to fill earth about the present terrace 
and to extend this filling so tar from the monu­
ment as to fade the slopes of the embankment 
gradually into the surrounding surfaces, and this 
is to be aone with so much skill as to give to the 
mound an appearance so far from artificial as pos­
sible. 

This mound is then to be planted with trees and 
shrubs, paths are to be laid out. a pavement is to 
be put around the foot of the monument, and far 
enough to prevent the storm waters from washing 
out the filling. 

If the marble wall is decided upon an appro­
priation of $812,300 is asked to complete the en­
tire work. If the second proposition is adopted 
but $166,800 is desired. The joint commission 
favor the latter method. 

The Naval Bil l for the Next Six Months. 
The conferees of the houses of Congress upon 

the temporary Naval Appropriation bill were in 
-ession for an hour or more to-day, and disagreed. 
The issue taken by the Senate is that it is unwise 
and inconsistent to make provision for the navy 
for the next six months upon the basis of an ap­
propriation bill framed two years ago by the 
House, as the temporary Hoose bill proposes to 
do. The estimates are widely different, and there 
is no need for such hasty action, while the pass­
age of an unitemized appropriation bill sets a 
dangerous precedent 

The House conferees are willing to have the bill 
itemized, but object to the following items: Tbe 
steel cruisers and completion of monitors, S4,700,-
COO; breachloading guns, $100,000, ana machine 
guns, $75,000, and other subjects, making a total 
of $5,169,641. 

Tbe temper of each house appears to be to sus­
tain its conferees, and it seems unlikely that any 
agreement will be reached before the holiday re­
cess. In this case the navy will be without funds 
on the 1st of January.

THE BURNED ASYLUM. 
G R E A T E R HORROR T H A N A T 

F I R S T S U P P O S E D . 

A Pi le o f Charred Remains Found in the 
Ruins—Many Children Still 

Missing—The N u m ­
ber Lost . 

The Panama Canal. 
P A N A M A , D e c 19, vi* Galveston.—A powerful 

Anglo-Dutch company has signed a contract for 
cutting 15.000,000 metres of the canal on the 
Culebra section at a figure under eight francs per 
metre, tbe woik to be finished withia two years. 
A large force of European laborers has been or­
dered ior the work. The dry season has had the 
effect of dispelling sickness here, and work on the 
canal is progressing favorably. 

KING W T N T E R ' S REIGN. 

N E W YOEK, Dec 19.—Blackened walls and 
smoking ruins were all that remained this morn­
ing of St. John's Home, male Catholic orphan 
asylum, in Brooklyn, which was burned yesterday. 
Crowds of spectators gathered there to-day to 
witness the firemen and police digging in the 
ruins. At daylight this morning the men of En­
gine Company No. 14 and Truck No. 2 began a 
search of tbe ruins in tbe basement of the engine 
house. Between half-past seven and eight o'clock 
they came upon a pile of charred human bodies 
lying near the wall under a heap of ruins. It was 
impossible to tell how many bodies the pile con­
tained, as they lay huddled together and fell 
apart as they were handled. 

The only body which could be distinguished was 
that of an adult, which is supposed to be that of 
the visitor who was seen for a few minutes by 
some of tbe spectators on the roof of the building. 
The bodies found are so charred and blackened 
that identification is almost impossible. It is be­
lieved that most of the children who perished were 
in the ill-fated Sister Josephine's ward. 

Ata later hour of the morning three more bodies 
were discovered near where the passage to, the 
main building was located. Some of the bodies 
appeared to be those of adults. Shortly after nine 
o'clock two more bodies were found. They were 
burned to a crisp, and their possible identity was 
destroyed. The children are scattered all over the 
city, and until collected it will be impossible to 
identify the bodies of those who perished. The 
police found many of the orphans on the street 
half frozen and took them to the station house. 
Citizens also took charge of some of them, and it 
will probably be a day or two before they can be 
collected together again. 

At noon it was said that nine bodies had been 
found, seven of which were children, one that of 
a man and one that of a woman. The tenth body 
was taken from tbe ruins at half-past one P. M. 

Many of the children missing are doubtless 
housed among some of the neighbors, and the 
chances are that all will turn up. 

The fire department was hindered bv the snow 
and the small flow of water. The diggers are still 
at work, and it is thought that other bodies will 
be recovered. 

The loss is estimated at $250,000. The build­
ing was valued at $200,000, and it is said there 
was over $60,000 worth ef furniture in the place. 
They had a nice chapel and a small organ, and it . 
appears very little was saved. 

The Search This Afternoon. 
The excavators resumed work on the ruins of 

the Brooklyn fire about noon, and before one 
o'clock discovered the remains of two more per­
sons, which proved to be those of boys about four­
teen years old. They were found at the south­
east corner of the drying room. Nearly all the 
flesh was burned off the bones. Later in the 
afternoon two more bodies were found, making 
thirteen in all. They were all carried to the 
sewing room, which was in a wing that was saved. 
The firemen succeeded in saving a portion of the 
wall of that part of tbe asylum which fronted on 
St. Mark's avenue and the loss will not be quite. 
so great as was at first estimated. 

Coroner Hesse was notified during this after­
noon. After impaneling a jury he adjourned the 
inquest. I h e insurance on the building, ma­
chinery, etc., is $97,500. 

The trustees visited the ruins this evening with 
the intention of learning, as far as possible, how 
many lives were lost. Colonel Carroll made a 
careful inspection of the remains and came to the 
conclusion that only ten bodies bad been found. 
Closer examination corroborated this view. No 
more bodies had been found up to dark, when the 
searching ceased. It has been ascertained that 
the body of the woman found in the ruins is that 
of a widow named Mrs. Mary McCarren, who had 
been to visit her fatherless boy, after leaving a 
younger child at the maternity on Concord street. 
Both she and her son perished. 

Railway Accident. 
HrNnyGDoy, Pa., Dec 19. -This evening a 

hand car. on which three trackmen were ridiag, 
was run into by a freight train which was backing 
on the main track of the Huntingdon and Broad 
TOP Railroad. Dear Lone siding. William Clark 
and Russell Rahland received injuries which are 
very serious and may prove fatal. William Van-
arman escaped by jumping. 

Though Long Deferred, Cold Weather Is Here 
at Last. 

OTTAWA, Ont., Dec 19.—The temperature 
throughout the Ottawa Valley is from 30 to 36° 
below zero. 

In Canada. 
TOEOSTO, Cut., D e c 19.—The pressure is now 

above normal throughout Canada, with cold, fair 
weather everywhere. The temperture is 23° be­
low zero at Winnipeg, and grows lower westward 
until at Calgarry 40° below is reached. 

Coldest in Ten Years. 
PiTEESBrKG, Va., Dec 19.—A carefully kept 

record shows the weather to-day to be the coldest 
experienced here for ten years. At seven o'clock 
this morning the thermometer registered 13° 
above zero, and at eleven o'clock 14° above The 
ground is covered with snow and in some sections 
of the city the sleighing is good. 

Delaying Travel. 
CLEVELAND, 0 . ,Dec 19.—The mercury marked 

6° below zero this morning- Railway travel is de­
layed on account of the severe cold. 

Two Big Rivers Fal l of l e e . 
ST. LOCIS, MO., Dec. 19.—The cold weather 

which set in here Tuesday night stall continues, 
and the mercury has sunk to 5° below zero, but 
tbe temperature is more moderate to-day. The 
Mississippi, river is full of heavy floating ice all 
tbe way north of here and as far south as Cape 
Girardeau, fifty miles above Cairo, where} the 
thermometer marks 6° below zero. The Missouri 
river also is full of heavy ice. Navigation is en­
tirely suspended here. Steamers axe being put 
into winter quarters. Old steamboat men say the 
river is too high for ice to gorge in this 
vicinity at present, but the water is falling rapid­
ly, and should this weather continue for a week 
or more there would be danger of the river clos­
ing below nere, which would stop navigation 
south for the remainder of the winter. The hope 
is that the ice will gorge above and give a clear 
river to Cairo and below. 

Weather Moderating in the West. 
CHICAGO. Dec. 19.—"The backbone of the pre­

sent cold snap is broken for good, I think," said 
the signal officer to-day; "ail the reports from the 
West show that tbe weather is moderating. Oar 
last report irom Chicago shows that the thermo­
meter registered 43° above, a rise in the tem­
perature of 41° in twenty-iour hours. There was 
a rise of 16° in Chicago Detween midnight and 
noon to-day. Everything points to the fact that 
the worst of the present siege is over." At three 
o'clock this afternoon the thermometer stood 6° 
above zero. 

Blocked by the Storm. 
PORTLAND, Ore.. Dec. 19.—The snow storm has 

been abating since last night, and it is thawing to­
day. Oregon and California roads are now run­
ning through only a few hours late. The Oregon 
Railway and Navigation line is still blockaded be­
tween The Dalles and this city. 

Pennsylvania's Record. 
WILKESBAEEE, Pa., Dec 39.—This evening the 

thermometer registered 10° below zero. 
The Coldest Yet. 

BOSTOX, Mass.. D e c 19.—Extreme cold weather 
and strong winds are reported to-night from all 
parts of New England. At Mount Washington 
i he weather is the most severe since 1876. The 
mercury is frozen, but the minimum registered 
by the spirit thermometer is 42° below zero, and 
it is still falling.

OIL D E A L . 

Shutting •Scheme to Beduce Production by 
Down Thirty Wells . 

PrrrsBrEG, D e c 19.—A big deal has been made 
•n the oil territory, which had a decided effect 
-.jpon the market to-day, and which will no doubt 
influence it largely in the future The Producers' 
Association, the new corporation, which has been 
dealing in oil lands for only a month or two, has 
taken a very decided step. Some time ago it was 
reported that the Phillips leases had been sold 
to this company, but it turned out that the sale 
was not maGe because the Phillips Bros, wanted 
"5750,000 for their leases. The company has 
uow bought three Horn Creek farms—the Simp­
son, the Buell and the Scully. The Simpson 
;arm was owned by J. Q, Kennedy, who leased 
'be oil rights to Thomas Simnson, oil broker, of 
Oil Citv, and the Phillips Bros". They sold out for 
580,0C0. 

The Buell farm was owned by Henry Buell, of 
Zeliecople. and leased by McBride, John Camp-
bell, a hardware dealer of Batler, and the Fisher 
3rotbers Tne price paid for this farm was $90.-
'KSO. The Scully farm belongs to J. S. Scully, of 
tbe Diamond National Bank, and was leased by 
the Christy Brothers. It was sold for $50,00*;. 
The meaning of this expenditure of $220,000 is 
that the company proposes to restrict the produc­
tion of the field as long as prces are so low as 
they are now, and as a result at least thirty well* 
will be shut down and very little oil will be pro­
duced for some time to come on tbi3 territory. 
The company is composed of Henry Fisher, 
George B. Foreman, of New York, and other well-
known men. 

Oil Wel l s Destroyed by an Extensive 
Conflagration. 

PTTTSBCEG, Pa., D e c 19.— A Commercial-
Gazette special from Butler, Pa., says: About one 
o'clock this afternoon immense clouds of smoke 
rose from the famous Thorn Creek oil district. 
The fire originated at Ai mstrong Well No. 3. The 

• • extremely cold weather had the effect of freezing 
up tbe water in suction lines running from the 
well to the creek. 

The employees on the wet! built fires alongtbe 
line to thaw it out. The ground in close prox­
imity being saturated with oil took fire ana 
leaked its way to Thorn creek. The surface, cov 
ered with oil, ignited, and in a very short time 
reached three large tanks, one a sixteen hundred 
s>arrel tank, and two twelve hundred barrel tanks, 
that were filled with oil owned by Fisher Bros. 
These tanks were burst by the fire and heat and 
everything then ran into the creek, endangering 
property all along the banks. Fisher, No. 8, took 
tire and was entirely consumed. 

This well was struck a few days ago. At the 
time it took fire it was flowing through the con­
ductor and casing at a three thousand barrel 
gait, and is burning up to the present hour (11 
o.clock). An offer of $500 was made by Fishers 
to anybody who would extinguish this furious 
riarce- Armstrong No. 3 drilled in the sand, and 
riowirg terrifically, took fire and was burned to 
the ground. The entire contents were consumed.

The 
aggregate amount of the forgeries on the banks of 
this city and on individuals is said to amount to 
between $70,000 and $75,000.

POOR H O U S E B U R N E D . 

A Lunatic Dashes Back iaro the Flames. 
DCTEOIT, Mich., Dec. 19.—The Lapeer County 

Poor House was burned last nteht. Thirty-seven 
inmates were turned out in their eight clothes. 
One insane woman named Bertha Rockwell 
dashed back into the building and was burned to 
death. Another woman bad run two miles through 
the deep scow Pefore she was recaptured. Sbe is 
badlv frozen, but may recover The thermometer 
at the time was below zero. Tbe building, furni­
ture, clothes and stock of provisions were burned. 
The loss to the county is over $6000. The in­
mates are scattered among fanners. 

LONDON, Dec 19.—The North German Gazette 
intimates that Prince Bismarck has decided to 
take a rest from bis public duties. Tbe Gazette 
argues that the Chancellor must feel convinced, 
as the obstructive policy of the opposition party 
in the Reichstag develops itself, that it is better 
for him to consult his health and prepare for the 
inevitable conflicts of the winter session, whic i 
will be the result of this obstructive policy, than 
sacrifice; his health by an honorable effort in a 
dishonorable struggle. 

Portugal and tbe Congo. 
LONDON, Dec. 19.—The officers of the Portu­

guese gunboat Jado and the French gunboat Se­
cond, which recently visited Land ana and the 
Congo to reconcile the differences between the 
natives and the French Catholic Mission of St 
Kspret, traced the parallel 5 degrees 12 minutes 
south latitude.lwbich Portugal claims asthe.north-
ern boundary of her Congo possessions. A proto­
col was drawn up and signed by the officers mak­
ing a record of this proceeding. 

Standing by the Premier. 
The Post upbraids the Clerico-Progressist ma­

jority in the Reichstag for their action in regard 
to the motion asking for an appropriation to pay 
the expenses of a second directorship in the Min­
istry of Foreign Affairs, which was voted down, 
notwithstanding Prince Bismarck's earnest ap­
peal in its behalf. The paper says: "The 
Clerico-Progressists were animated with a 
mean spirit in opposing tbe credit for an 
assistant to Prince Bismarck. When Herr 
Kildorf declared that those contesting the neces­
sity of the proposed credit lacked the sense of 
their nationality, he expressed what was at tbe 
bottom of the heart of every German patriot. Such 
a miserable vote bears gravely on the prestige of 
the Empire; but what matters that to Richter, 
Windthorst and their colleagues," 

Warring With Bismarck. 
The yossiscfie Zeitung reproaches Prince Bis­

marck for constantly using in the Reichstag lan­
guage which the paper considers too personal. 

Defending the Anarchists. 
LONDON, Dec. 19.—The counsel for the defen­

dant Anarchists, in his speech in their behalf to­
day, songht to lessen their culpability in the 
crime The counsel for Reinsdorf, in his address 
in behalf of his client, merely questioned the ad­
visability of the courts pronouncing upon him the 
sentence of death. He stated that Reinsdorf was 
consumptive and that it is not likely he will live 
long. He wanted to die a martyr. The govern­
ment prosecutor maintained that the guilt of 
Reinsdorf. Rupsch and Kuechler had been fully 
proven, and that Providence alone had prevented 
the successful accomplishment of the crime 
Further Damage to London Bridge Dis­

covered. 
LONDON, -Dec 19.—Further inspection at the 

pier at which the explosion took place shows that 
a piece of granite, five inches in length, close to 
the surface where the nails were found, had been 
blown off. An "Irish Laborer" writes to the Timet 
to the effect that as one result of the explosion 
aOO Irish waterside laborers will be thrown out of I 
employment. Foremen, he says, will be afraid to 
engage Irishmen. 

Tbe Dublin Irishman (newspaper) alleges that 
the British Government sent a woman to Ireland 
with authority to offer a contribution of £500 to­
ward the cost of a launch to be used on the Thames 
for throwing bombs at the Parliament Dufldiag. 
The paper connects this story with the launch 
seen near London bridge shortly before the explo­
sion. 

An Investigation Demanded. 
LONDON, Dee 19.—The United Ireland attri­

butes the bridge explosion to the agency of dyna­
mite. Detectives, influenced by tbe castle offi­
cials, keep up the scare. If the inquiry into the 
castle government demanded by the Irish mem­
bers of Parliament be granted the secret of tbe 
past explosions will be soon Drought to light. 

Michael Davitt has resumed friendly relations 
with the Parnellites. 

The Vienna Defalcation. 
A Vienna dispatch says orders were telegraphed 

throughout Europe for the arrest of Lucas Jau-
ner, tbe defaulter and absconding director of the 
Securities Department of the Lower Austrian 
Discount Bank. Subsequently, however, the body 
of Jauner was found at the village of Sterling, a 
short distance from Vienna, where he had shot 
bimself. Only twenty-four florins were found on 
bis body. Numerous bonds, signed by Heinrieh 
KcfHer. a broker suspected of complicity in Jau-
ner's crime, have been found in Jauner's cash box. 
These honds represent large sums of money paid 
»o Kuffler out of funds belonging to the Discount 
Bank. Tbe directors of the bank have raised lO,-
000,000 florins from their own resources and 
from other backs, so as to be able to meet the run 
on the back. The bank is honoring all demands 
npon it without any regard for the stipulated date 
when payment should be due. The municipal 
authorities have served notice on the bank that 
'be city will withdraw its deposit of 4,500,000 
florins. The bank is receiving many other notices 
of the withdrawal of deposits. 

The Corean Massacre. 
Advices from Corea state that the American 

Minister was present at the entertainment given 
by tbe King on the 15th instant, when tne revolt 
occurreo. A series of bloody struggles occurred 
in the city environs and the capital between the 
Chinese and Japanese troops. Tbe Corean soldiers 
attacked both indifferently, and altogether two 
pets of ministers were massacred. The origin of 
the trouble is attributed to the Japanese, whose 
legation was burned, it is believed, willfully and 
by order, and in the confusion that ensu*d the 
Coreans implicated the rival forces on the island. 

France Making Overtures. 
I.OJTDOX, Dec. 19.—It is reported that France 

is making secret overtures to England and Hol­
land for the recognition of the claims of France 
>n tbe Congo territory, and the withdrawal of 
their support of the proposal to make neutral the 
territory of tbe African International Associa­
tion. It is said that Premier Ferry is proposing 
to Earl Granville terms of agreement on the 
Egyptian question on the condition of England's 
supportirg France's Congo claims and her 
Chinese policy. 

Miscellaneous. 
In the French Chamber of Deputies to-dav a mo­

tion to abolish the French Embassy at the Vatican 
was rejected by a vote of 293 to 168. In the 
course of the debate Prime Minister Ferry took 
occasion to speak in a highly eulogistic manner of 
Pope Leo XIII's enlightened and conciliatory at­
titude. 

The Imperial Supreme Court of Germany has 
rejected the appeal of Madame Kolotnine against 
tbe decree of divorce granted by tbe court at 
.Darmstadt to tbe Grand Duke Louis of Hesse. 

Tbe cotton crop of Egypt is one of the largest 
that was ever raised, and will probably exceed 
3.250.000 contars. 

Many private offers have been made to provide 
the lf»oo marks for an assistant for Prince Bis­
marck refused by the Reichstag. 

It is stated that the Cuban loan of £1,000,000 
has been definitely arranged with the Banqne 
Transatlantique of Paris. The loan is to be for 
one year only, but may be extended to eighteen 
months at the option of the Spanish Government. 
Tbe interest is to be 9 per cent., and the .commis­
sion fcr negotiating the loan 1 per cent. 

1Y& Standard* in its financial article says: A 
minor failure in the corn trade occurred yester­
day, and another larger one is expected to follow.

Reports from the various European bourse* 

The Bolders of Certificates to Be Asked 
Accept Equipment Bonds. 

Holders of Erie Railroad car trusts in «»« city 
were considerably disturbed yesterday over a 
rumor that tbe company would ask them to accept 
the equipment bonds of the rattroadat a lower rate 
of interest, in exchange for the car trust certifi­
cates. 

It was difficult to learn anything about the mat­
ter, but it was finally ascertained that there is 
some ground for the report. It is said that the 
Finance Committee of the Erie directors are 
about to send a communication to Solon Humph­
ries and E. D. Morgan, trustees under the car 
trust, stating that tne Erie is pracicaily bank­
rupt, and i that a concession from tbe car trust 
certificate holders is absolutely necessary. They 
will be asked to exchange their certificate for a 
twenty-five year bond by the company, bearing 
interest at three and four per cent., secured by 
the cars. A sinking fund, sufficient to extinguish 
the debt at maturity, is also provided for. 

The"loan affected by this plan was originally 
$10,000,000, or only $5,600,000 is now ont-
stanaing. Some of this is on cars, on which 
bat l i t t le about i d per cent, of the cost, has been 
paid. The Erie Railroad consequently has only 
interest to that extent in the cars. The bolders 
of certificates secured by this class of cars are to 
receive a three per cent. bond. 

On other cars the Erie has paid off forty per 
cent., and consequently has nearly one-half in­
terest in them. It is prepared to pay four per 
cent, to the holders of the certificates. It is 
urged in support of the plan that if the car 
owners should insist on having their property they 
would not realize as much from them as they wHi 
by accepting Erie's offer. 

Tbe cars now are merely leased to the road, and 
tbe owners have no claim whatever on tbe com­
pany, if it does not pay they can take back 
their cars. On the other hand, if they accept the 
proposition they become bonaholders of the 
company, and will be recognized in any plan for 
the reorganization of the company. 

It is also urged that since the company has de­
faulted in the payment of interest on a mortgage 
obligation it is only fair that the car trust holders 
should scale down their six per cent, interest. A 
number of New York holders are said to have as­
sented to tbe plan, and when it is formally pro­
posed other favorable responses are expected.
