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I.  
BACKGROUND

A subject, having a warrant with the Rochester Police Department, who is in custody with another police agency, will have to be transported to the Monroe County Jail.  Warrant extradition will need to be coordinated.

II. POLICY

A. An agency having an RPD warrant suspect in custody will contact City Records or the Warrant Unit.  Extradition will be set up by the Technical Services Section secretary Warrants clerk between 0700 hours and 1500 hours.  Agencies will go through dispatch to set up extradition during non-business hours.

III. PROCEDURES

A. Warrant extradition procedures:

1. Warrant extradition will go through the Technical Services Section secretary Warrants clerk between 0700 and 1500 hours

2. The police agency having the warrant subject in custody will notify City Records or the Warrant Unit

3. The unit receiving the call will get the location the subject is being held, the name of a contact person and a call back number

4. A copy of the warrant will be made, so that the original warrant does not get released from City Records.  The Warrant Unit will notify which section the warrant originated from.  They will then relay this information to the TSS secretary.
5. The secretary Warrants clerk will go to the Road Trips spreadsheet on the computer and make a record of the trip.  Then information regarding the warrant, extradition location, directions and charges will be recorded and a copy given to the officer assigned to the trip, along with a COPY of the warrant.

6. The sections’ commanding officer must then be notified, along with the Deputy Chief’s assistant.
