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I.  
BACKGROUND
All booked but yet unarraigned prisoners that are in need of medical attention, are to be accompanied/guarded by officers from the section that made the arrest.  Headquarters serves as the link between the MCSO Booking Officers and RPD.

II. POLICY

When it is determined that an unarraigned prisoner needs to be sent out for treatment, a Booking Officer will contact Headquarters.  We will, in turn, notify OEC to have necessary units (police officer, possibly an ambulance) respond.

III. PROCEDURES

When booking personnel calls to report that an unarraigned prisoner is in need of medical attention, Headquarters personnel should:

1. Inquire as to the nature of the injury/illness.  Determine if an ambulance is needed, or if the transport can be made by the responding unit(s).

2. Ascertain which section arrested the individual and the prisoner’s name.

3. Notify OEC of the above information and ask to have the ambulance and/or officer(s) respond ASAP.

4. Advise the section supervisor or 410 of the need for the unarraigned prisoner to have medical attention.  Advise him/her that you have made the job card and whether an ambulance has been requested.  This allows him/her to make arrangements to assure that an officer from the arresting section can transport the suspect to a hospital, or follow the ambulance (See attached G.O. 520 for details)

5. RPD is only responsible for unarraigned prisoners.  Arraigned prisoners become the responsibility of MCSO.

6. If Section response time is over 30 minutes , then 410 will be advised and OEC notified for another section to respond to PSB. If the section that arrested the individual cannot respond, then neighboring section and its supervisor will be notified.
